43) Rejoice in the manageability of your new life. 

44) Be humble--Humility is not in thinking of your self more, but in 

thinking more of yourself less often. Watch your ego. 

45) Share your experience, strength and hope. 

46) Cherish your recovery. 

47) Dump your garbage regularly - GIGO = Garbage In, Garbage Out. 

48) Get plenty of "restful" sleep. 

49) Stay sober for you - not someone else - otherwise it won't work.
